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Five Town Communities That Care (FTCTC) seeks to promote healthy youth development and to reduce the incidence of problem adolescent behaviors such as substance abuse, suicide, violence, delinquency, school drop-out, and teen pregnancy in the five towns of Appleton, Camden, Hope, Lincolnville, and Rockport.

FTCTC is a coalition of individuals, agencies, and organizations that share in the goal of achieving this mission.  State agencies who join the Coalition agree to participate in the following ways:

1) Designate a representative as the organization’s point of contact for the FTCTC Coalition.

2) Provide feedback on FTCTC Coalition Action Plans and Reports.

3) Send a representative to attend FTCTC Coalition meetings (held every other month) whenever possible. 

4) Help to disseminate FTCTC Coalition materials and information as appropriate.

5) Provide space for FTCTC Coalition meetings and sponsored programming when possible and appropriate.
